INSTRUCTIONS:

Below is a worksheet to select and define the final SQG indicators for the Common Measures Project.   
· The first column lists the master indicator category.  

· The second column is a more specific compliance area within the master category.  
· The thirds column is the final draft indicator.  
· The fourth column contains the default federal requirement(s) applicable to the specific final draft indicator, i.e. the requirements state inspectors will use to base compliance with that indicator for the Common Measures Project. 
· The fifth column summarizes the steps an inspector will take to determine indicator performance.  An inspector will determine compliance using reasonable discretion.  In some cases, an inspector may be uncertain about compliance and should note what was observed for further discussion with the project team to help make an affirmative decision.
· The sixth column asks each state to review and accept the final draft indicator as well as the compliance verification for that indicator. 

· The seventh column asks each state to check off the data source used for answering each indicator, i.e. will the state answer the specific final draft indictor with new, existing or a combination of new and existing data.  States planning to use existing data will need to consider any data quality issues when answering indicator questions to ensure meaningful results. 
Once your state completes the chart and shares the information with appropriate agency staff, the State Project Lead must sign-off on the final list of indicators (please see last page of this worksheet). 	Are all hazardous waste containers in good condition, (i.e., free of severe rusting or apparent structural defects, and not leaking)?
	§ 264.171

If a container holding hazardous waste is not in good condition (e.g., severe rusting, apparent structural defects) or if it begins to leak, the owner or operator must transfer the hazardous waste from this container to a container that is in good condition or manage the waste in some other way that complies with the requirements of this part.
	•  Inspector will perform visual inspection of conditions of all containers looking for leaks and/or  severe corrosion, bulging, rusting or dents

	§ 262.20   General requirements for those who must prepare a manifest

§ 262.40   (a) A generator must keep a copy of each manifest signed in accordance with §262.23(a) for three years or until he receives a signed copy from the designated facility which received the waste. This signed copy must be retained as a record for at least three years from the date the waste was accepted by the initial transporter.
	• Inspector will determine if there are manifest records for the past three years.

	HW Determination
	The facility has identified all of its hazardous waste streams
	§ 262.11   Hazardous waste determination.

A person who generates a solid waste, as defined in 40 CFR 261.2, must determine if that waste is a hazardous waste using the following method: 

(a) He should first determine if the waste is excluded from regulation under 40 CFR 261.4.

(b) He must then determine if the waste is listed as a hazardous waste in subpart D of 40 CFR part 261. 

(c) For purposes of compliance with 40 CFR part 268, or if the waste is not listed in subpart D of 40 CFR part 261, the generator must then determine whether the waste is identified in subpart C of 40 CFR part 261 by either:

(1) Testing the waste according to the methods set forth in subpart C of 40 CFR part 261, or according to an equivalent method approved by the Administrator under 40 CFR 260.21;

(2) Applying knowledge of the hazard characteristic of the waste in light of the materials or the processes used.

§ 262.40 (c) A generator must keep records of any test results, waste analyses, or other determinations made in accordance with §262.11 for at least three years from the date that the waste was last sent to on-site or off-site treatment, storage, or disposal.
	Compliance will be determined based on

•  Review of  production processes,

•  Type of wastes generated at these processes and 
•  Whether or not they have been characterized as haz waste.  

Note this is something inspectors do routinely.  Interns will have to bring this information back. Is this feasible?

Quality Assurance Standards and Documentation

The Common Measures Project is funded by an EPA grant.  Because it involves data collection and analysis, EPA rules require the development and implementation of a Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP) that documents data quality objectives, and the procedures used to ensure that those objectives are met.   The issues affecting data quality are described in the QAPP and were also described at the States' Data Quality Training Workshop last September 2006.  Data collected under this project must meet the criteria outlined:

·        It must be representative of the population of small quantity generators as a whole

·        It must have the precision expressed in the indicator definition and compliance verification procedures

·        It must have the sensitivity expressed in the indicator definition and compliance verification procedures

·        It must be free from bias due to inspector interpretation

·        It must be complete.

When the data is submitted, each state will be required to sign a statement saying that the above conditions will be/were met.


For "new" data, this means that:

·        Facilities inspected will have to be selected randomly using the agreed upon methodology from the complete population of facilities in the study universe

·        The inspectors will have to fully understand what is meant by each indicator, how "pass" or "fail" on each indicator is determined, and how to collect the data.

·        The inspectors will have to complete the "checklists" accurately

·        Each checklists will have to be filled out in their entirety



For "existing" data this means that:

·        Facilities included will have to be selected randomly, using the agreed upon methodology from the complete population of facilities in the study universe:

Ø      By extension this means that if a state is using only existing data rather than a combination of existing or new data, every facility in the universe will have to have been inspected within a relatively short time period - at a minimum they will have to have been inspected since the last significant changes, if any, in the state's regulatory requirements and/or oversight procedures.

Ø      Similarly if a state is using a combination of existing and new data, the existing inspections will have had to have taken place since the last significant change, if any, in the state's regulatory requirements or oversight procedures

·        The state must have information on each indicator for each facility and fill out a complete checklist for each facility

·        The state must be certain that the definition of "pass" or "fail" used by the inspector was the same as that which will be used for the indicators in this project, or that there is sufficient information in the file to fill out the checklist accurately

·        The state must be certain that there was no bias in the interpretation of "pass" or "fail"
