	WITHIN THE FEDERAL SQG THRESHOLD FOR RCRA HAZARDOUS WASTE
	Does the facility generate between 100 kg and 1000 kg of RCRA hazardous waste per month?
	§ 260.10 Definitions

Small Quantity Generator means a generator who generates less than 1000 kg of hazardous waste in a calendar month.

§ 261.5  Special requirements for hazardous waste generated by conditionally exempt small quantity generators.

(a) A generator is a conditionally exempt small quantity generator in a calendar month if he generates no more than 100 kilograms of hazardous waste in that month.


	Inspector will inventory all hazardous waste streams and question facility on maximum monthly generation rate for each and compile the total. 

As deemed necessary, the inspector will review one year of manifests to determine the quantities of hazardous waste shipped off-site and at what frequencies.  

NOTES: To be excluded the facility must either generate more than 1000 Kg in any one month or less than 100 kg in all 12 months.

When calculating thresholds do not consider “universal” wastes such as fluorescent lights or computers, or state- only hazardous wastes

The threshold is for amount generated in a month, which may or may not be the same as the amount of waste shipped in a month.

	
	ACUTE HAZARDOUS WASTE THRESHOLD
	Is the amount of acutely hazardous waste generated per month by the facility below the Federal LQG threshold? 
	§ 261.5   Special requirements for hazardous waste generated by conditionally exempt small quantity generators.

(e) If a generator generates acute hazardous waste in a calendar month in quantities greater than set forth below, all quantities of that acute hazardous waste are subject to full regulation under parts 262 through 266, 268, and parts 270 and 124 of this chapter, and the notification requirements of section 3010 of RCRA:

(1) A total of one kilogram of acute hazardous wastes listed in §§261.31, 261.32, or 261.33(e).

(2) A total of 100 kilograms of any residue or contaminated soil, waste, or other debris resulting from the clean-up of a spill, into or on any land or water, of any acute hazardous wastes listed in §§261.31, 261.32, or 261.33(e).

[Comment: “Full regulation” means those regulations applicable to generators of greater than 1,000 kg of non-acutely hazardous waste in a calendar month.]

	*CONTAINER MANAGEMENT
	CONTAINERS LABELED
	Are all hazardous waste containers properly labeled with the words “hazardous waste” and clearly marked with the date on which accumulation began?


	§ 262.34 

(2) The date upon which each period of accumulation begins is clearly marked and visible for inspection on each container; 

(3) While being accumulated on-site, each container and tank is labeled or marked clearly with the words, “Hazardous Waste”
	Inspector will determine:

•  If all containers have labels

•  If labels are marked with both items 

•  If labels are clear and legible

Applies to central accumulation areas only, not laboratories or satellite areas

Note: inspector will use best professional judgment to determine what is “clear” and “legible” and whether the facility made a “genuine and complete effort” to meet this requirement



	
	CONTAINERS CLOSED
	Are all hazardous waste containers closed unless waste was being added or removed? 
	§ 264.173

(a) A container holding hazardous waste must always be closed during storage, except when it is necessary to add or remove waste.


	Inspector will confirm that all containers are closed at the time of inspection unless waste was being added or removed.  

Applies to central accumulation areas only, not laboratories or satellite areas

Note: ”closed” means if the containers were tipped, nothing would spill  “Funnels” are acceptable if they are closed.

	
	CONTAINERS IN GOOD CONDITION
	Are all hazardous waste containers in good condition, (i.e., free of severe rusting or apparent structural defects, and not leaking)?
	§ 264.171

If a container holding hazardous waste is not in good condition (e.g., severe rusting, apparent structural defects) or if it begins to leak, the owner or operator must transfer the hazardous waste from this container to a container that is in good condition or manage the waste in some other way that complies with the requirements of this part.


	Inspector will perform visual inspection of conditions of all containers looking for leaks and/or severe corrosion, bulging, rusting or dents 

Applies to central accumulation areas only, not laboratories or satellite areas

Note: inspector will use best professional judgment to determine what is “severe.”  There should be no imminent threat.  

	PROPER HW MANAGEMENT / DISPOSAL
	Timeliness Thresholds
	Facility is not exceeding the state’s threshold for the amount of time that RCRA hazardous waste can be stored on site by a facility that generates between 100 and 1000 kg per month 
	Note:  It was decided that for this indicator we are going to use each individual participating states’ timeliness threshold for storage of hazardous waste.  

CO: Facility did not store waste for more than 180 days (or 270 days if the TSD is more than 200 miles away).

CT:  Facility did not store waste for more than 180

MA: Facility did not store waste for more than 180 days

NH: Facility did not store waste for more than 90 days

NY: Did not store waste >180 days, or >270 days if TSD>200 miles.

RI: Facility did not store waste for more than 90 days

VT: Facility did not store waste for more than 180 days
	• Inspector will verify conformance based on dates on containers which detail when accumulation begins (if no containers are labeled, then inspector should answer   “no labels.”  

Note: inspector must use common sense to verify compliance.   For example, if 49 out of 50 drums at a facility are dated to indicate compliance with the timeliness threshold and all have the same wastes, chances are the facility is in compliance with the timeliness threshold for storage.



	
	ACCUMULA-TION THREHOLDS
	Facility is not exceeding the state’s threshold for the amount of RCRA hazardous waste that a facility that generates between 100 and 1000 Kg per month can accumulate on site
	Federal standard: § 262.34   Accumulation time

NOTE:  If the state’s standard is different than the Federal standard, the state’s standard is used as the indicator.
(2)(d) A generator who generates greater than 100 kilograms but less than 1000 kilograms of hazardous waste in a calendar month may accumulate hazardous waste on-site for 180 days or less without a permit or without having interim status provided that:

(1) The quantity of waste accumulated on-site never exceeds 6000 kilograms;


	Inspector will inventory all hazardous waste accumulated on-site in containers and tanks to determine total weight of waste being accumulated at one time.

	
	Manifests
	Does the facility use a hazardous waste manifest to ship its hazardous waste when a manifest is required? 
	§ 262.20   General requirements for those who must prepare a manifest

§ 262.40   (a) A generator must keep a copy of each manifest signed in accordance with §262.23(a) for three years or until he receives a signed copy from the designated facility which received the waste.  This signed copy must be retained as a record for at least three years from the date the waste was accepted by the initial transporter.


	TWO PART VERIFICATION BASED ON THE COLORADO MODEL:

• Inspector will look at one (1) year of manifest records as well as ask the facility if they have kept three (3) years of records.  

Note: the word “look” in this case means that the inspector will confirm that all shipments have been manifested and not that each and every manifest was filled out correctly.  The inspector will look for any significant gaps in the pattern of shipments

	HW  DETER-MINATION
	The facility has identified all of its hazardous waste streams
	§ 262.11   Hazardous waste determination.

A person who generates a solid waste, as defined in 40 CFR 261.2, must determine if that waste is a hazardous waste using the following method: 

(a) He should first determine if the waste is excluded from regulation under 40 CFR 261.4.

(b) He must then determine if the waste is listed as a hazardous waste in subpart D of 40 CFR part 261. 

(c) For purposes of compliance with 40 CFR part 268, or if the waste is not listed in subpart D of 40 CFR part 261, the generator must then determine whether the waste is identified in subpart C of 40 CFR part 261 by either:

(1) Testing the waste according to the methods set forth in subpart C of 40 CFR part 261, or according to an equivalent method approved by the Administrator under 40 CFR 260.21;

(2) Applying knowledge of the hazard characteristic of the waste in light of the materials or the processes used.

§ 262.40 (c) A generator must keep records of any test results, waste analyses, or other determinations made in accordance with §262.11 for at least three years from the date that the waste was last sent to on-site or off-site treatment, storage, or disposal.


	Conformance will be determined based on

•  Review of production processes,

•  Type of wastes generated at these processes and 

•  Whether or not they have been characterized as hazardous waste.  

Note:  this is something inspectors do routinely.  Interns may need to bring this information back to state project lead. 



	EMERGENCY REPSONSE
	EMERGENCY INFORMATION POSTED
	The facility has posted the current name and telephone number of the emergency coordinator, the location of fire extinguishers and spill control material, and if present, fire alarm, and the telephone number of the fire department, unless the facility has a direct alarm.


	§ 262.34 

(5) The generator complies with the following requirements:

(ii) The generator must post the following information next to the telephone:

(A) The name and telephone number of the emergency coordinator;

(B) Location of fire extinguishers and spill control material, and, if present, fire alarm; and

(C) The telephone number of the fire department, unless the facility has a direct alarm.


	•  Visual inspection of all elements listed and inquiry into whether the information is up to date

Note: emergency information only has to be posted by 1 phone to be in compliance with this indicator for the purposes of this project.

	P2 INDICATOR - only for states doing new inspections
	The facility has taken one or more actions to reduce toxics, recycle, conserve water or implement energy conservation /alternative projects over the past three years?  
	Brief descriptions of the P2 projects the facility undertook.

For the purposes of this study toxic use reduction is defined as: Toxic Use Reduction Definition:

Toxics Use Reduction includes any of the following types of changes to the production process: 

· substitution/replacement of a toxic raw material with a non-toxic or less toxic substance
· substitution/reformulation of an existing end-product for one that is non-toxic or less toxic upon use, release or disposal
· redesign, modification or modernization of production equipment (including integral or  closed loop recycling or filtration) to reduce the amount of raw toxic material needed in the production process

· improved operation and maintenance of the production process or equipment (e.g. housekeeping practices, system adjustments, product and process inspections), so that less raw toxic material is required in the production process

	The inspector will ask the facility if they have undertaken any of these initiatives in the past three years.

If yes to indicator, inspector will ask for a brief description of the actions the facility undertook.
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
