“Bulky Waste” is an umbrella term used to describe items such as mattresses and box springs, furniture, carpet, and

large rigid plastic items. These are difficult to manage at their end of life because they are large and heavy. Dumping of

these items is illegal. This handout includes options for properly managing bulky items you no longer need or want.

Refurbish, Repurpose, Rebuild, & Renovate ‘

Furniture that may not be suitable for donation or re-sale may be able to be
repaired or restored. Look for DIY tutorials on the internet or find inspiration
through community Facebook pages and Pinterest boards.

If the items have been stored improperly or are simply too old, torn, cracked,
stained, or broken, they would not be suitable for reuse. Before sending these
“unusable” items to a landfill - recycle them!

Most large rigid plastics are
made from #2 - high density
polyethylene (HDPE) or #5 -
polypropylene (PP) and are
generally collected, baled,
and sold together as so-
